11. Application Criteria and Groupings

Chinese Nationals: Junior players (boys & girls) between the ages of 6 year-old (including 6 year-old) and 17 year-old (including 17 year-old) of Chinese National (excluding Hong Kong, Macau and Taiwan)  
Foreign Players: Junior players (boys & girls) between the ages of 11 year-old (including 11 year-old) and 17 year-old (including 17 year-old)

Applicants must be of the following age (Beijing time) before the tournament：
Group A：15-17 years old (date of birth between 1991 Jan 23 and 1994 Jan 22)
Group B：13-14 years old (date of birth between 1994 Jan 23 and 1996 Jan 22)
Group C：11-12 years old (date of birth between 1996 Jan 23 and 1998 Jan 22)
Group D：9-10 years old (date of birth between 1998 Jan 23 and 2000 Jan 22)
Group E：8 years old and below (date of birth between 2000 Jan 23 and 2003 Jan 22)
12.  Tournament Format
1. Groups A, B, C will play 54 holes while Groups D & E will play 36 holes stroke play, players with the least stroke will be the winner. In the event of a tie for 1st place, the players will go into a sudden-death playoff to decide the winner. When there is a tie from runners up to 8th position, the tournament committee will use the count back system to decide the player’s position and if there is still a tie, a draw will decide the player’s position. 
2. Group A players will have to carry their own golf bag for the tournament; Group B & C players may choose to carry their own golf bag or pull cart for the tournament. Groups A, B, C will be provided with 1 scoring caddie; service caddies will be provided to each player in Groups D & E.
3. Tournament dress code: All local Chinese players must wear T-shirts, apparels, caps and umbrellas provided by the organizing committee. All players are to provide their own golf shoes and golf equipments.

4. Tee boxes used by groups:
Blue Tee: Groups A & B Boys
White Tee: Group C Boys and Groups A & B Girls
Red Tee: Group D Boys and Groups C & D Girls 

Special Tee: Groups E, Boys and Girls
5. Any particular group with less than 6 players, that particular group tournament will be cancelled.

 Tournament Rules 
The tournament will use golf rules from The Rules of Golf (2008 version) from the R&A and players are to abide to the local rules set by the tournament committee
14. Rankings and Awards:

1. Awards each group’s top 8 players with certificate and top 3 players with prizes. 
2. This tournament will also include a team event vying for team top 3 positions with no limitation to age group or gender. The lowest 4 scores from each country with their aggregate 3-day total scores will count towards their team score and the lowest score will win the team event. Any country with less than 4 players will not be eligible to enter for the team event. 
3. An award for “Sports Best Etiquette” will be awarded to 4 players. 
4. Tournament committee will not set a hole-in-one prize but the host golf club may have a prize for any hole-in-one achieved.
5. When the number of players from any groups with less than 8 players (including 8), awards will be given to all players within that group except for the last 2 positioned players.
6. When the number of players for any group is less than 15 players, ranking points will be given to all within that group except for the last 2 positioned players.
15. Tournament Application and Registration
1. All participants are to fill-in an application form and must be signed by a parent or guardian. All applications must be faxed to China Golf Association at 86-10-87182908 (Tel: 86-10-87182809). Deadline for application: 2008 December 21. Late applicants will not be entertained. The organizing committee will purchase accident insurance for all players, insuring period will be from 2009 January 15th till 2009 January 24th. 
   2. Local Chinese players’ limitation:
Group A – Maximum at 20 players;
Group B – Maximum at 25 players;
Group C – Maximum at 25 players;
Group D – Maximum at 20 players;
Group E – Maximum at 15 players;
International players’ limitation: 6 players per country (including boys and girls)
Local Chinese players will be limited to 105 players
     Application consideration will be based on 2008 year-end and junior final ranking. Once the number of applicant reaches the maximum, China Golf Association will stop further application. For the safety and smooth running of the tournament, China Golf Association will reserve the right to limit the number of players at the tournament. 
3. Based on the HSBC Ranking System published by the China Golf Association, top-ten ranked players of each group will be given preference to enter in the tournament 
4. At registration, all players must produce their valid original identification documents with them (Personal ID Card, Passport or Residential book), otherwise, entry will be denied.
